What is God’s calling for your life

God has a calling for everyone!!!
To help you to formulate the will of God for your life in your mind, it helps to ask yourself some relevant questions.   This is not in the form of a quiz that you tot up all the a’s or b’s to receive an answer, but as you start to answer the questions God’s calling and will for your life will start to take shape and become more detailed and specific

First Pray  In your prayer time ask the Father in the name of Jesus what your calling is.  His desire is greater than yours for you to know.  

James 1: 5.  If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him.  7.  "Ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you. Matthew 7: 8.  "For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened.  God wants you to know what your calling is much more than you do.  

God has given you three main things to figure out what your calling is. 

#1. Gifts
#2. Talents
#3. Resources 

It can be put this way: Gifts + Talents + Resources = One of Your Callings. 

Gifts are spiritual areas of life that God has given you (Rom. 12:3-8, 1 Cor 12). Some gifts are: teaching, service, preaching, encouragement, generosity, music, hospitality, etc. 

Talents are physical areas of life that God has given you that you are good at. Public speaking, singing, mathematics, debate, accounting, writing, cooking, interior design, child care, etc. 

Resources are physical objects God has blessed you with that enhance your gifts and talents. Money, car, house, friends, schooling, degree, church, family, etc.
1. DESIRE : What do you have a desire to do?                                                  God implants dreams and desires into our heart.  What fires you up.    

2. MOTIVATION :  Ask yourself “what is my motivation”.                                 It is possible to have a desire that arises from your flesh.  It is  important to know whether a desire is genuinely a desire from God.  You can do this by asking whether the motivation arises from love and a great desire to please God and help others. Phillipians 2 13 For it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure.

WHO:                                                                                                                  Does your desire include a particular group of people like ladies, men,  or children, old people?  What group of people do you feel drawn to and have been used to help in powerful ways before?     Ask yourself this question to ascertain if there is a specific group of people you should focus on. 

4. GOAL: State and check end result                                                                                                          Is it biblical?.                                                                                          Does it glorify God.  Will the end result bring honour to His name?   Will it benefit others?                                                      1 Corinthians 10:31…….. "Whether, then, you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God”
5. PEACE: Do you have a peace about it?                                                                      Collosians 3:15.  And let the peace of God rule in your hearts…,     

6. RESOURCES: What have you got in your hand now?                                  Don’t look at what you haven’t got.   Look at what you have got.    How can you be faithful in utilising your  talents, gifts, resources.  

7. GIFTS: CONFIRMATION :                                                                  Remind yourself of what have others have said to you about what you are good at. Maybe they expressed how God powerfully met their needs through your gifting at some time in the past.                                                                             Matthew 18:16.  …………………. `by the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established.'  

8. OPPORTUNITY : What doors are opening?.                                                        Proverbs 18:16.  A man's gift makes room for him, and brings him before great men…….. What doors have opened?  What doors have closed?  Is there a door of opportunity wide open that you didn’t have to push?  This could be an opening for your calling that you must not miss.

9. LOCATION :    Where are doors opening?                                                                               Where do you have a desire to be?  Has God used you powerfully in the past in a particular place or situation.  Where do you find you are most effectively used by God?.   Is He calling you to another place.  Another church?  Another town? Another Country     Is He asking you to stay right where you are ?Where?                                                                                         And he could there do no mighty work, save that he laid his hands upon a few sick folk, and healed them. And he marvelled because of their unbelief. . . (Mar 6:5-6).
10. ANOINTING : Has God confirmed it with signs and wonders?
You will know only when you have stepped out.   You will find that when God has called you to do something there is a power that is beyond your own capabilities.  You have success at it.  People are blessed in a wonderful way. It seems there is an excellence that is in and surrounds what you are doing.   Zechariah 4:6.  So he answered and said to me: "This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel: `Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,' says the Lord of hosts.  

Finally Do it.   God’s will is found by doing it.

Steps of faith can cause a feeling of anxiety and this is natural for the flesh to not want to go into the unknown. but you can tell the difference between a niggle that the Holy Spirit is prompting and a fear to step out that is coming from a negative source .   One is the very still small voice deep down in your belly.  The other is a sense of fear  and shouts out… What if God lets me down.  What if this.. what if that.    Well what if….When Peter walked on the water he suddenly thought “what if” and his “what if  I sink” came about, but notice that Jesus caught him and they BOTH  WALKED back to the boat.   Jesus can deal with the ‘what ifs’
