The Unity of Spirit, Mind and Body

We have to be in total agreement about the promises we are claiming.  Our spirits are always in agreement with God’s word.  It is our mind and body that we have to bring in line so that every part of us is in unity on the promise we are agreeing on.. This is always an essential factor in prayer.  God wants us to be sure that we want what we are asking for and that He wants to give it to us.  If we have any doubt in ourselves that the promises are for us then we are being double minded and not in total agreement with ourselves and God’s word.  If we understand what the word of God says about the promises and that they truly relate to us, we can then go ahead and make an agreement with another believer who is also in agreement with the word and fully understands the rights of a believer.  Someone who is willing to stand until the promise is birthed into the 

seen world

The mind

These following scriptures put all doubts to rest that we have a right to all that was promised to Abraham.  It is well to take time to read them.

In Genesis 15 18  God makes a covenant with Abraham by passing fire between pieces of flesh.   In Galatians 3, 14 &  16 we are assured that the promises were given to Abraham and his seed which was Christ and we are His seed and that we are heirs to the promises through  our faith in Jesus.  9  tells us that they which be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham.   1Cor 3 22 &23  tells us that all things are ours and we are Christ’s and Christ is God’s.   On this basis (and that of 2 Cor 1. 20 That “All the promises of God in Him are Yea and in Him amen, unto the glory of God the Father) we can know that all the promises pertaining to our children belong to us , even though they were written in the old testament.  . When we know in our heart that every promise that was made to Abraham and his Seed (Christ), belongs to us, we can be in full agreement and stand upon the promise until it comes to pass.

The Body

We know that faith without works is dead.  James 2.17.  So faith has to have an action to prove it exists.   By acting and talking as though the promise is on its way we bring our bodies into agreement with the promises of God.  The tongue brings together all the components of the agreement and starts to bring the manifestation of the promise into the seen world.

We obtain the different promises by our believing in our hearts and by the confession of our mouth.  Romans 10,10.  We are not to be slothful, but followers of those who through faith and patience inherit the promises. Hebrews 6, 12.  We are told we will need patience and not to cast our confidence away in Heb 10, 35.  

This all indicates that the manifestation of the promises will not be instant, the evidence of our faith will be our confession and action as though the promise has already manifested.  Praising God for the finished result is a good way of continuing in faith.  Again the picture of ship comes to mind.  So powerfully heading in one direction, it can be turned by its small  rudder.  Yes our tongues will steer the situation round  but anything that is going full speed in one direction is not usually turned in one movement but in several.  If we speak God’s word but also the words of the flesh, as we are tempted to when things don’t look right…….it will be like a ship going round in circles,.   We need to be constant in our speech about the situation.

We are to hold fast to the profession of our faith without wavering (for He is faithful that has promised) Hebrews 10, 23.
